TRIAL INSTRUCTIONS 

Definition of Stake as per Kennel Club Limited Rules J3 d (1) (2) (3).

Held under Kennel Club Limited Rules and Regulations J

All dogs must be registered at the Kennel Club Limited in accordance with KC Regulations for classification and Registration B.
1.  Details of preference to be given in the draw are contained within Kennel Club Limited Rules J6 i.

2. Members may enter more than one dog but the second dog will only be offered a run when all applicants have been offered a run. The order on the entry form will be treated as the choice for priority. A Handler may handle only up to two dogs whether he owns them or not.

3.  Should circumstances so dictate the Association in consultation with the Judges may alter arrangements as necessary. Such changes and circumstances surrounding them will be reported to the Kennel Club Limited at the earliest opportunity.

4.  No modification will be made to these schedules except by permission of the Kennel Club Limited followed by an advertisement in the appropriate journals if time permits before the close of the entries.

5.  The Association reserves the right to refuse or accept entries, except that this shall not apply in the terms of the preference of the draw. (KC Regs J6 i).

6.  Substitutes shall not be allowed whilst reserves stand.

7.  Separate entry fees are required for each dog.

8.  After an applicant has been successful in the draw for a place in a stake, or as a reserve has accepted an offer of a run, if the run is not taken up, the applicant may become liable for the full entry fee except: - 
(1) Where the applicant has qualified out of Novice Stakes (where applicable) or (2) Where the dog drawn to run has qualified for the championship after entries have closed or (3) On production of a veterinary certificate confirming that the dog entered for the stake is unfit to compete or (4) On production of a medical certificate that the applicant or the applicants nominated handler is unable to compete or (5) Where the dog drawn to run is withdrawn more than 7 days prior to the stake (KC Reg J6) 
9.Photography and Videos at the event will only be allowed by permission of both the Chief Steward and the Host.

10.  Judges at a trial are prohibited from entering a dog which is recorded in their ownership or part ownership

11.  All dogs resident outside the UK must be issued with a KC Authority to Compete number before entry to the event. If no number accompanies the entry it will be returned to the competitor.
12.Trophies are to be engraved at the winner’s expense. They are to be returned to the Organising Secretary at least 14 days prior to the Stake the following year.

13.Directions to venues etc shall be circulated with the results of each draw.
